


DEAR COLLEAGUES,

CASP 2008 QUEBEC

The Association Québécoise de Prévention du Suicide (AQPS), in partnership with the Canadian Association for
Suicide Prevention (CASP), invites you to the Canadian Congress on the Prevention of Suicide : “Joining our
forces to prevent suicide: Suicide and addictions” in Québec City, October 26-29.

Workers in suicide prevention must necessarily forge strategic alliances with other stakeholders and specialists
from various disciplines. That is why, during this Congress, we hope to bring about greater collaboration among
stakeholders working in both addictions, and suicide prevention.

Among people who have died by suicide, some were addicted alcohol, drugs, gambling, others to the Internet
and other activities, often coupled with other mental health problems. This year’s Congress will focus on the
pathology, risk factors, assessment and diagnostic tools and treatment options for these high risk individuals.
When a suicidal crisis occurs, it is often rooted in a long history of psychological distress including addictive
behaviours and problems, compounded by an acute dearth of personal relationships, and often a total lack of
social support. The neurotoxic effects of certain substances also form an integral part of the clinical picture. The
purpose of this meeting is to improve interventions with these groups of people in suicidal crises who tend to
be underrepresented among suicide studies in Canada.

The opening day of the Congress will be devoted to describing this clinical complexity. The second day will focus
on determining the best practices to use with people in suicidal crises, and to identify the ethical issues raised
by the complexity of these cases. The Congress will conclude with a consideration of this same problem among
First Nations, the Inuit and Métis, as well as a discussion on the place accorded to suicide and addiction co
morbidity in national strategies developed around the world.

We cordially invite you to this historic meeting in Ville de Quebec to hear, participate and explore our theme,
“Joining our forces to prevent suicide: Suicide and addictions”. We are convinced that this meeting will foster
an exchange of ideas and the birth of positive and promising projects, leading to a vision of open and
sustained collaboration on a local and national level.

We hope you will join our distinguished guest speakers and be part of the program of this important Congress
on the Prevention of Suicide. We are counting on your participation and look forward to the opportunity of
meeting you.

Official languages

More than half of the papers presented at the
Congress will be translated simultaneously
(French/English). Simultaneous translation will be
provided during plenary conferences and certain
workshops. Other workshops will be given in the
speaker's language. We encourage all Speakers to use
both an English and a French version of your
overheads wherever possible.

The papers will be presented within a 9go-minute time
frame, under various formats:

Symposiums (60 or 9o minutes)
Presentation of several papers (two or three) by
different persons, under a single theme.

Workshops (60 minutes)
Presentation of a theme allowing for greater
development, by one or several persons.

Free papers

The Scientific Committee will group accepted free
papers according to the themes selected for the
Congress. Free papers should last no more than 20
minutes, with an additional 10 minutes for questions.

Poster papers and visual papers

Grouped according to theme, poster papers and visual
papers will be included in the Congress program.
Display boards (114 by 106 cm or 45 by 42 in.) for
poster papers will be placed in a strategic area and
explain, for example, the results of a study, the stages
of an intervention, etc.

Presenters of visual papers can display any necessary
material (brochure, manual) or tool (PowerPoint
presentation, video) on a 1.80 m (6 ft.) table.

The Scientific Committee anticipates that these
different formats will encourage speakers to put
special emphasis on engaging the participants in
exchanges and discussions, and thus lead to
enhanced interaction.

The Scientific Committee reserves the right to
propose to tenderers for symposiums and training
activities to integrate their presentations during pre-
Congress activities on October 25 and 26, 2008.
